We have just got news from JOHAR, Jharkhand that around 2,000 local adivasi people who wanted to participate in the Public Hearing on a new mine in Noamundi area of Jharkhand to be operated by the TISCO are not being allowed to enter the private TATA premises where the PH is going on right now.

Moreover, the authorities have amassed a large contingent of police force to prevent the adivasis from entering the PH. JOHAR, the local people and we as well apprehend violence by the police, local authorities and the project proponent to prevent genuine participation in the PH at all cost.

We, therefore, request, urgent intervention and action from you and the MoEF ensuring genuine participation in the PH and preventing any untoward violence on the local people.
